The Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics is publishing final data of the Adult
Education Survey. The Adult Education Survey serves to collect data on the participation of
persons aged between 25 and 64 in formal and non-formal education and informal leaming
during the 12 months prior to the day of interviewing. The survey was carried out between 1st
February and 31t March 2017.

In Republika Srpska, 9.8% of adults participated in formal and/or non-formal education
during the 12 months prior to the day of interviewing. Majority of adults, namely 90.2% of them,
did not participate in either formal or non-formal education. By sex, 10.1% of the total number
of men and 9.6% of the total number of women participated in formal and/or non-formal
education.

Formal education refers to learning guided by a teacher or instructor, after which a
certain level of education (primary, secondary or higher education) is attained in educational
institutions, following the curricula approved by the competent educational authorities. During
the 12 months prior to the day of interviewing, 2.1% of adults participated in formal education.

Non-formal education leads to a qualification which is not recognised as formal, but it
may result in obtaining a degree or certificate. Types of non-formal education activities are
courses and workshops at the workplace or in free time, practical training at the workplace and
private lessons with a paid teacher or instructor. During the 12 months prior to the day of
interviewing, 8.4% of adults participated in non-formal education. Adults participated in 1.5 non-
formal education activities on the average. Three quarters of the total number of observed non-
formal education activities were work-related activities.

Informal learning is acquiring knowledge through everyday activities. It is a form of
learning that is deliberate and intentional, but is not institutionalised. Informal leaming may
include learning activities that occur in the family, in the work place, in the local community, or
in daily life. During the 12 months prior to the day of interviewing, 73.7% of adults participated
in informal leaming.

Of the total number of adults, 36.8% speak at least one foreign language. Nearly half

of adults who speak at least one foreign language marked English as the first foreign language
they speak the best, namely 48.7% of them.

Nearly two thirds of persons aged between 25 and 64 years (63.2%) do not speak any
foreign language.

Data in this Release were obtained through the Adult Education Survey (AES).

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

Data in this Release are released based on the Adult Education Survey carried out for the
first in 2017. The Adult Education Survey was carried out pursuant to the uniform
methodology issued by Eurostat, thus ensuring international comparability of the data. The
survey covers persons aged between 25 and 64 who live in private households, in order to
obtain data on the participation of these persons in formal and non-formal education and in
informal leaming.

The survey was carried between 1st February and 31t March 2017, with the reference
period of the 12 months prior to the day of interviewing.

The survey is a sample-based survey, carried out using the CAPI method (using laptops
for data entry). The sampling framework for the Adult Education Survey is the household
list from the Master Sample from 2009.

The AES sample is a three-stage stratified sample, consisting of the following stages:

The first sampling stage was the selection of enumeration areas from the
Master Sample, using the method of simple random sampling. Therefore, the
sample was divided into entities and according to the density of population
(urban and rural).

The second stage involved the selection of households belonging to each
pre-defined stratum, using the method of simple random sampling.

In the third stage, during the fieldwork, the enumerator randomly selected an
individual in the household, belonging to the target age group (25 to 64 years)
relevant for the Adult Education Survey.

Given the above stages of sample selection, the selected sample for Republika Srpska
consisted of 3,300 households with at least one member aged between 25 and 64. Of the
total number, 1,701 were urban households, while there were 1,599 other households.
The non-response rate of 20% was included in the sample.

The response rate in the Adult Education Survey was 60.9%.

Non-formal education leads to a qualification which
is not recognised as formal, but it may result in obtaining a degree or certificate. It is usually
provided through brief courses, workshops or seminars.

Non-formal education programmes may be:

1. Courses at the workplace or in free time (e.g. foreign language and computer
courses, driving lessons, management courses, cooking, gardening and
painting courses). Lectures are held by one or more persons specialised in
a specific area. These may take place in one or more
premises/environments.

2. Workshops or seminars at the workplace or in free time (e.g. workshops on
data processing, motivational seminars, thematic days, motivational
workshops, business information seminars, or health seminars).

3. Practical training at the workplace implies planned periods of education or
training directly at the workplace. It is organised by the employer with the
help of an assigned teacher/lecturer (e.g. training on the use of a new
machine for work, learning to use a new software), usually to facilitate the
adaptation of (new) staff, including transferred staff, re-employed staff, or
seasonal/temporary staff in new or current jobs. This practical training may
involve general improvement of knowledge on the enterprise itself (its
organisation, operational procedures, efc.), as well as specific work-related
instructions (safety and health risks, work practices).

4. Private classes with a paid teacher/instructor represent leaming undertaken
by an individual with the aim of improving knowledge. Private classes with a
paid teacher/instructor may be, for example, mathematics or piano classes.
Classes should be included if they are provided by a professional teacher,
while they should be excluded if they are held by a friend, family member or
colleague.

Informal learning is acquiring knowledge through everyday activities. It is a form of
learning that is deliberate and intentional, but is not institutionalised. Informal learning may
include learning activities that occur in the family, in the work place, in the local community,
or in daily life. As formal and non-formal education, informal leaming differs from
unintentional learning or learning through experience.

The individual’s intention to learn something is crucial.
