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Average net wage paid in April 2025 amounted to 1,473 BAM and
nominally it was 0.2% lower and really it was 0.5% lower in comparison with the
previous month. Compared to the same month of the previous year, average net
wage was nominally 5.2% higher and really 1.6% higher.

Average gross wage paid in April 2025 amounted to 2,260 BAM and
nominally it was 0.2% lower and really it was 0.5% lower in comparison with the
previous month.

Average gross wages and net wages represent a quotient between total
paid wages and number of employees paid in the referent month. Data were
obtained through the Monthly report on employees and their wages (RAD-1).

Gross wages and net wages cover salaries for full time, part time and
overtime work, payments from business entity resources for paid but not worked
hours, such as annual leave, national holidays and days off as prescribed by law,
paid leave, paid leave for vocational training, work interruptions without employees'
fault and sick-leave paid by employer.

Nominal index of average net wages is the ratio between nominal
amounts of the average net wages in certain observation period. Real index is the
ratio between the nominal index of average net wages and the consumer price
index in the corresponding period.
